Competition [Christmas Texas Scramble (15 holes)

Eligibility: Male and female Full Members; Male and female Juniors
Teams of four (and exceptionally three)

Format: The format is Texas Scramble Strokeplay. Each player plays from the tee on each hole, one
of the tee shots is selected and all the players play their second shots from that spot. One of
the second shots is then selected, and all players play their third shots from that spot, and
so on until the ball is holed.

Enter the scores in the column of the person whose drive is selected on each hole:

e Inateam of four, each player must have at least three drives selected.

e Inateam of three, each player must have at least four drives selected.
Off the green, each player’s ball must be dropped within 12 inches of the selected shot. On
the green, the ball must be played from the same spot.
Continuous putting is encouraged to speed up play: From your elected putting position the
15t player putts and can putt out without marking the ball. The other players then putt from
the original putting position to try to get the lowest score for the team.

No. of Holes 15 (1-14; and 18)

Tees: Men play from the Winter Orange (Yellow) tees and women from the Winter Orange (Red)

Handicap Limit:

Handicap Index of 54.
Juniors with Course Handicap of 28 or less are eligible to play.

Handicap
Allowance:

The team allowance will be calculated by Club V1 when you sign in and printed on your
label.

Overall Team Allowance is calculated as the aggregate of: 25% of the lowest Course
Handicap; 20% of second lowest; 15% of third lowest; and 10% of the highest. For teams of
three: 30%, 20%; 10%.

Note that final placings are calculated the nearest whole number (eg 10).

If still tied then the best score on the back 9, then 6, 3, and 1 will be used.

\Women will receive 0.85 courtesy shots each which will be added to the teams Playing

Handicap.
